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Points to be remembered while writing the paper

· Use IEEE article format (go to ieee.org to check the IEEE article format or click on http://computer.org/author/transguide/TransStyleFiles.htm or  http://www.globecom2003.com/Author1.html . PDF, word and latex templates are there) and follow the guidelines of the format exactly.
· Cheating – Cutting and Pasting of any published paper is not allowed. Submitting the term paper with slight changes in the sentence / phrases  in any published papers is also considered cheating. If you copy a sentence/phrase from any paper, present the sentence/phrase in “ ” and refer the paper.  If you are found guilty of cheating, you will be given ‘F’ grade in the course.

· Number of conference/journal Papers : Around 10 important papers should be referred. But if the area is not covered by many papers, the number of papers to be referred can be less.  

· If you submit any figures and tables from any published paper, make sure to refer the authors in the figure caption.

· Email the abstract, reference papers and outline of the paper in PDF / PS format on or before March 15th.
· Abstract should be around 200 words.

· The term paper should be 10pt, double-column, single-spacing and page limit is maximum 10 such pages. 
Presentation

· Email the slides (around 15 of them) to Dr. Bhanja on or before 10th April, 2003
· The duration of presentation should be at least 12 min, after that questions will be asked for two/three minutes
