508 Captions:

· The purpose of the 508 captions section is to provide a description of the figures found within a document to those who do not have the ability to see them. When preparing 508 captions, authors should include information such as shape, size, color, configuration, alignment, size, etc. We would prefer if you would provide the text for the figure captions. Because we are not content experts on the material found within the report, we are not the optimal source for creating accurate captions. Ideally, it would be more helpful for you to create the captions which we will then edit during the next iteration of edits. We can then provide comments and feedback if additional description is needed for the captions. We have updated the figure titles that you provided us to match those found within the report. As a result, just the captions need to be written for each figure.
Report:
· Please confirm that all images that are not owned by FHWA have the proper written permissions and/or copyright symbols. Please specify which graphics require copyright symbols and gather written permissions as needed. We will provide a means for documenting the permissions with the next iteration of edit.
· Foreword: According to the CRG, the foreword must be able to fit on a single page of the report with the director’s name, title, office, and signature included. The originally provided foreword was too lengthy to include all of the necessary information. As a result, it has been shortened and combined with the preface to provide readers with an introduction to the report. While the preface section is CRG compliant, it is not necessarily typical of CRG reports. As a result, it has been removed. Please confirm these changes.
The author has no objections to the changes.
· Foreword: Please ensure that this is the correct director's name and title.
Please have Mike Adams check this spelling.
· pvii: Because there are so many abbreviations used throughout the report, it is suggested to include an abbreviations and symbols section following the List of Tables. The section will help with the readability of the report. If you would like to add this section, please inform us so we can include it within the next iteration of edits.

· p5: It is suggested to replace “gage” with the more recognizable spelling of the word, "gauge." According to Merriam-Webster’s online dictionary, gage is defined as a token of defiance. On the other hand, gauge is defined as an instrument for or a means of measuring of testing. It is assumed that the second definition (for gauge) is accurate for this report. As a result, it may be best to make the change. Based upon your feedback, we will make the change globally throughout the report and 508 captions.
The author has no objection to the change although the present spelling is a recognized alternate as is used by many authors in this field.
· p5: Because this is the first instance in which EMF is found, please write out the abbreviation followed by EMF in parentheses.

· p6: Per CRG, contractor names cannot be used throughout the report. The only place contractors can be mentioned is the technical documentation page. All instances of contractor names have been removed from the report.

· p6: Per CRG, in text references should use a number instead of the author name. In addition, the order of references on the reference list should represent the order that the references appear in the text. All author names used as references have been changed to numbers. In addition, the reference list has been rearranged accordingly to represent the new numbering system.

· p11: It is suggested to rotate the image so that the x-axis is viewed horizontally. This will help with the readability of the figure. If you could provide us with the source file, we can rotate the figure with the next iteration of edits.

· p11: Is there a symbol that can be used here for micro strain? If so, please use it throughout the report.
Yes there is a unit abbreviation (ue) but it does not always read well.

· p15: Per CRG, all measurements need to be given in SI units. All measurements have been converted to display SI units.

· p17: Per CRG, all figures should only contain a single element. As a result, figure 10 has been separated into 7 figures. Please provide appropriate figure titles from figure 11 through figure 16. In addition, figure 10 through figure 16 use images that appear to be poor quality. If possible, please provide higher-resolution images to help with the understandability of the report.
Done, a higher resolution picture is being sought. If not available by the next version of the edit and alternate will be provided.
· p20: Because this is the first instance in which this abbreviation is used, please write out the full meaning followed by FRP in parentheses.

· p23: Because this is the first time FTP is used in the report, please write out the abbreviation here followed by FTP in parentheses.

· p25: This report is not currently on the references list. Please add the necessary information to the list. If preferred, we will update the numbering of the reference list and the references found throughout the text; however, you must provide the reference.

· p28: What is this measurement for? Does it represent the height or width? Please specify.

p50: Does this indicate 81 ft 2 inches? Please specify.

p62: Please include an in-text reference for figure 74 to introduce the figure. 
done
p68: It may be helpful to indicate which section this is specifically found in. 
· done
p68: Please insert a column heading for the blank cell in the left-hand column. 
· done
· p69: It may be helpful to include the Web site where it was posted. done
· p73: Please include the years for all four instances found on the page.

· p76: For both of the figure captions found on the page, it would be more helpful to describe what is found in the illustrations rather than where they come from. done
· p82: Should this be a micro symbol? Yes, ue represents microstrain
· p85: Should this be a micro symbol? Yes, ue represents microstrain
· p97: For reference 1, please provide the first initial for both author names. done
· p97: For references 2–4, please provide all of the author names (last name, first done initial).

· p97: For reference 6, please include all of the author names (last name, first initial) as well as the location of the conference. done
· p97: For reference 7, this author was used in the text but no reference exists within the list. Please provide the proper reference information here. done
· p97: For reference 8, reference to this author was not found throughout the text. Please review the report to apply this reference properly or else remove it from the reference list if it is not needed. done
· p97: In technical reports, the appendix section is placed before the references section. However, we noticed that we were provided with two versions of the appendix: a Microsoft Excel version and a pdf version. Do you have a preference which version should be used? If the pdf version is used, the page numbering will not match the numbering set in the rest of the report. One option would be to keep the appendix out of the report and provide it as a separate pdf for those who would like to look at the information. That would greatly help to decrease the file size and increase the download time of the report. A second option would be to condense the information within the appendix. The most important pages of data could be displayed instead of the entire table. Please let us know what you decide.

The data can be left out of the document whereby the data could be downloaded separately if desired.  Either the excel or pdf versions of the data are directly usable to interested parties given the copy and paste-ability of pdf files.
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
